Patty Poire with the Kern Groundwater Authority, Eric Averett with Rosedale Rio Bravo Water 

Storage District and Jason Gianquinto with Semitropic Water Storage District gave a presentation 

explaining the Sustainable Groundwater Management Act and what it means to LAFCo, Kern County 

cities and special districts. With the passage of the Sustainable Groundwater Management Act (or 

SGMA), new information will be available for the first time that will provide a more accurate picture 

of a city or district’s ability or restrictions in providing usable water.
